LMU-DCOM students, faculty, 

and staff raised over $500 last 

month in the Penny Wars com-

petition between EPC groups to 

donate to the Second Harvest 

Foodbank of East Tennessee.  At 

Second Harvest, one dollar will 

provide four meals to feed hun-

gry individuals in our area.  Dur-

ing the 2-week Penny Wars, 

students added coins to their 

EPC facilitator’s jar to add points 

while placing dollar bills in their 

opponents’ jars to subtract 

points.  Although Dr. Routman’s 

group held the lead for most of 

the race, last minute donations 

crowned Dr. Zajac’s group the 

winners of the competition and 

the ice cream party prize, with a 

group total of $108.62.  Volun-

teer Coordinator John Venditti 

said that the proceeds of the 

charity fundraiser exceeded his 

expectations.  “The students, 

professors, and staff were in-

credible because they donated a 

lot of change, which is generous 

considering it was the end of the 

semester and money is tight,” 

says Venditti.  “Second Harvest 

was very pleased when I told 

them [about the donation] … 

and we look forward to working 

with this charity again next year.”
